Comparison of two Points of View: Global Warming
One controversial issue of great importance is the theory of global warming. This theory suggests that the earth is becoming warmer due to greenhouse gasses being released into the atmosphere. The second article claims that the theory of global warming is false and should not be used to explain the recent changes in weather. The facts used to support this claim suggest that there is a natural explanation to explain what is happening. For example, the writer states that the most significant rise in temperature occurred during the first half of the 20th century rather than the last 10 years, making the claim that an increase in pollution has no affect on weather. The author points out that there has actually been a decrease in severe storms and hurricanes in the last 50 years.
